Justice was served for Hamilton kick-boxer Adam Higson on the weekend, though he suffered a side dish of pain.

Higson won a middleweight grudge match Saturday in Winnipeg with home-town favourite Dangerous Dan Zuniga.

Higson lived up to his Road Warrior nickname by winning a majority decision despite a beat-up right leg, avenging a loss earlier this year.

"I felt a bit like a one-legged man in a butt-kicking contest," joked Higson.

The professional Muaythai kick-boxer now holds the Canadian middleweight belt offered by promoter Heavyweight Gladiators.

About 2,000 fight fans at The Return to the Coliseum card at Winnipeg's Transcona Country Club saw Zuniga attack Higson's legs early and often, creating the injury.

The Steeltown fighter switched from his southpaw stance to protect the leg and started scoring in the second round of the five-round event.

"I almost put him down with a left to the ribs in the second and just missed with a flying knee in the third," Higson said. "I scored with some knees to the head after that."

Higson, who turns 30 next month and was recently married, now is considering the K-1 cards in Japan if he can get invited. He's shutting down training for this year. "Five fights is enough for one year," he said.
